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@ “Personal Statement” is required when applying for Certificate of Eligibility (COE).

Details are below.

This can be either handwritten or typed on A4 paper. There is no set format.

You need to explain to the Immigration Bureau why you canceled or had to cancel your
visa in a personal statement. All international students with a student visa living in
Japan are expected to renew their visas until they graduate, but you canceled it. APU
understands your situation, but the Immigration Bureau does not. We suggest you
include the following in your statement:

-A self-introduction

-The reason why you canceled your visa (The reason why you took a leave of absence or
withdrew.)

-The exact period of your leave of absence or withdrawal.

-When you will return to APU to continue your studies

* You need to provide the exact date of returning to APU because the Immigration
Bureau is not familiar with our school calendar. (e.g., April 2020)

Include your signature and the date at the end.
